1. your final choice of technology to utilize to develop your project, such as your choice of DBMS server and your choice of programming language
2. a working sample program that you have created that successfully connects to your CS3431 database developed in phases 1-3, and queries at least one of your tables.

3. a working sample interface that displays the above query the user utilizes as well as results of your query  at some interface.
Notes:  To receive the points for this project exploration phase, your team needs to :

1. You need to demonstrate the above to the  CS3431 TA  in person (in a few minutes).

2. The full team needs to be present for this. 
3. Please aim to utilize one of the office hours set aside for CS3431 class for this mini-demonstration. 1. turn in a sheet in hardcopy with your team number, name of students, and choice of DBMS server, programming language, and utilization of any additional tools intended for this project, such as html templates. Also, indicate how all team members will gain access to your shared database so that everyone can participate in the final phase of the project.  [2 pts]
2. successful demonstration of programming connection to your application database (it can be a single table and a single simple query) [4 pts] 
3. successful demonstration of some interface (web-based) to your application   (it can be a primitive display) [4 pts].
